Day 1 - Friday, September 28th Arrive Bali

Arrive Denpasar Ngurah Rai airport. A friendly Balinese welcome awaits you on
arrival; you will be met by a personal tour guide and driven to the town of Ubud
(about 1 hour) to the Komaneka Bisma Hotel, your home for the next four nights.

The countryside is picturesque incorporating rice paddies flooding the hillsides and
volcanoes reaching to the skies. The rain forests are lush and tropical, and the warm
waters of the Indian Ocean wash the beaches. The island is home to the vast
majority of Indonesia's small Hindu minority.

Ubud is a remarkable town in the middle of the island of Bali. For more than a
century, it has been the island's preeminent center for fine arts, dance and music.
Ubud was also the setting where Elizabeth Gilbert, the author of “Eat, Love, Pray”
writes about in her award winning book, and movie starring Julia Roberts and Javier
Bardem.

This evening, meet your group for dinner and anticipate the week ahead! (D)

Day 2 - Saturday, September 29th Ubud

After breakfast your group will depart the hotel for a full day
of exploring, including a very special visit to see the well-
known Balian, or healer, Ketut Liyer. Ketut became a major
character in the book and film, Eat, Love Pray.

Puspawati, who played the role of
Ketut's grumpy wife will be joining
your group for the day and is sure
to provide some fascinating insight to the local area.
Puspawati is a fun character and is eager to speak about
her experiences filming the movie with Julia Roberts.
After your visit with Ketut you will head out for an
amusing and educational walk through Ubud’s rice fields. Behind Ubud's main roads
and colonies of villas are open vistas filled with colors -
bright green padi, big blue open skies, yellow coconut trees
and dark brown fertile volcanic earth. Observe the Subak
irrigation system, which has been in operation in Bali for
over 1000 years, traditional planting and harvesting.

Lunch will be taken in a small Organic Restaurant in the rice
fields.

After lunch the group will continue to visit Pura Batuan
temple. The architecture and decorative aspects of this ancient temple make it a
fascinating stop. Continuing on to a traditional Balinese home, at Singapadu, with




its family house temple, and various separate

pavilions, each with its own particular function in accordance with the unique
Hindu Dharma religion, culture and lifestyle. This compound will provide interesting
insight into the daily family life of the village folk.

The day will end with a visit to an Art Gallery of choice, to observe the fine quality
handicraft, which is produced in Bali. (A choice may be made of visiting a Master
woodcarver and his gallery and workshop, a Master painter and his gallery and
workshop, or a silver and goldsmith’s workshop and store). A chance to purchase at
any of these should you so desire. (B,L)

Day 3 - Sunday, September 30th Jogjakarta Full Day Tour for Borobudur

An early start, your group will depart to the airport for a short flight to Jogjakarta to
spend the day visiting Borobudur, considered as one of the greatest Buddhist
monuments in the world and is a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Founded by a king of the Saliendra dynasty, it
was built to honor the glory of both the Buddha
and its founder, a true king Bodhisattva. The
name Borobudur is believed to have been
derived from the Sanskrit words vihara Buddha
uhr, meaning the Buddhist monastery on the hill.
Borobudur temple is located in Muntilan,
Magelang, and is about 42 km from Yogyakarta

city.

This colossal temple was built between AD 750 and 842: 300 years before
Cambodia's Angkor Wat, 400 years before work had begun on the great European
cathedrals.

This Buddhist temple covers a huge area,

with fascinating architecture and stupas, showing
the amazing skills and "technology"” of the people
of the times. Over a period of many years, this
enormous temple became partly buried after
numerous eruptions and ash rain from nearby
mountains, until renovation work restored it to its
current state. Standing majestic and serene on a
hillock overlooking lush green fields and distant
hills, the shrine is the world’s most complete collection of Buddhist relief. Continue
to visit Prambanan Hindu temple, believed to have been built around the mid ninth
century. A series of bas-reliefs depicting the story of the Ramayana, decorate this
temple.

Only minutes from the temple is the traditional Candirejo village, where there is
time to explore the rural life of the people. This unspoiled area offers traditional
Javanese hospitality and provides evidence of a vast lake, which once surrounded




the three Buddhist temples of Borobudur, Pawon and Mendut. Explore the village
in a Dokkar (horse carriage) to see the traditional Javanese houses, the daily life,
customs, art and their agricultural system.

Lunch will be enjoyed at a local restaurant before the short flight back to Bali.

Upon arrival in Bali, your tour guide will meet your group, prepared with cold
drinks and refresher towels enroute to the Komaneka Bisma in Ubud. (B,L)

Day 4 - Monday, October 1st Spa at Bliss

Morning at leisure then early afternoon pick up for a transfer to pamper you with a
luxury relaxing, rejuvenating Spa Treatment. Balinese Spas and therapists are
renowned for combining the best of East and West massage and therapeutic skills.
Relax and unwind as the aromatherapy, peace, oils and gentle massage techniques
soothe away any stiffness or tension. This afternoon, return to the hotel for your
final night in Bali. (B)

Day 5 - Tuesday, October 2nd  Ubud / Embark Orion

Breakfast at the hotel, relax and maybe a stroll into town this morning.

In the afternoon your group will drive through the countryside to the port of Benoa
to embark the Orion II.

This evening bid Bali farewell as Orion Expeditions welcomes their guests during
the traditional sail away party. (B,D)

Day 6 - Wednesday, October 3rd At Sea

As the Orion Il makes her way across the Java Sea
towards Borneo, enjoy the day at leisure. If you wish,
take part in one of the many presentations offered by
the expedition staff and guest lecturers; enjoy
afternoon tea and trivia, relax in the hot tub or simply
lounge on the sun deck.




Before the evenings’ briefing and dinner, Vision 2000 would be pleased for you to
join for a few cocktails to celebrate the week so far, and to toast for what lies ahead
in Borneo. (B,L,D)

Day 7-8 - Thursday, October 4th-Friday, October 5th ~ Tanjung Puting
National Park, Kalimantan (Camp Leakey, overnight onboard)

Tanjung Puting is one of the natural wonders of the
world! To make the most of this location we will
arrive early, and stay for two days and one night. The
area was originally declared as a game reserve in
1935 and a National Park in 1982. While the Park has
a chequered history of weak protection, it remains
substantially wild and natural. Best known for the
orangutans and made famous through the efforts of
Orangutan Foundation International, which is based at the
landmark Camp Leakey research station. Tanjung Puting also
boasts the bizarre looking proboscis monkey with its “Jimmy
Durante” nose as well as seven other primate species.
Tanjung Puting hosts over 220 species of birds, including
hornbills, deep forest birds and many wetland species. Tanjung Puting is well
known for its “bird lakes,” housing seasonal rookeries, endangered waterbirds and
nesting grounds for white egrets. Dr. Biruté Galdikas and former spouse Rod
Brindamour established Camp Leakey in 1971. It was named after the legendary
paleo-anthropologist, Louis Leakey, who was both mentor and an inspiration to Dr.
Galdikas as well as Drs. Jane Goodall and Dian
Fossey. Originally consisting of just two huts,
Camp Leakey is now an assemblage of
permanent wooden structures designed to
provide a base for scientists, staff, students, and
Park Rangers. (B,L,D)

Included Expeditions

There are two main activities to be enjoyed
whilst at Tanjung Puting National Park. One activity involves taking local boats for a
full day exploration of the river system surrounding Camp Leakey and visits to
several feeding stations and Camp Leakey itself. This area will give you the rare
opportunity to get very close and interact with the orangutans. This will be a full day
activity including lunch based on the local boats, which are large and spacious and
have their own bathroom onboard, and includes the landings at the feeding stations,
which are all quite easy to reach on foot.,, Today will be a prime wildlife experience
like no other! The other activity we have on offer here at Tanjung Puting is a visit to
the Orangutan Foundation International's wildlife rehabilitation centre. Orion offers
you an exclusive look into the operation of the centre with all three stages of



orangutan rehabilitation being visited; the forest training area, the “Pre School” and
the infant care facility.

Day 9 - Sunday, October 6th Gunung Palung, National Park

Gunung Palung National Park is notable for its diversity of habitat types, ranging
from mangrove and freshwater swamp forest, to lowland alluvial forest, to montain
forest, and for its diversity of
wildlife. It is one of only a handful
of parks in the world where
orangutans can be seen in the wild.
The orangutan is considered the
umbrella species for conservation
in the National Park, and is also an
important ecological agent for
seed dispersal and seed predation.
It is believed that orangutans at
Gunung Palung constitute one of
the most dense and largest
populations on Borneo. A census
conducted in 2001 gives an estimate of 2500 individual orangutans, about 17% of
the estimated population in Borneo and close to 10% of the world’s population.
(B,LLD)

Included Expeditions

Today we will use our Zodiac fleet to explore the
Bayas River that flows through the national park. No
landings are planned today but we will have ample
opportunity for wildlife spotting, with orangutans,
proboscis monkeys, macaques and numerous bird
species all living in the park.

Day 10 - Monday, October 7th Pontianak, Kalimantan

Pontianak is one of the major cities in Kalimantan. The city was formerly the capital
of the independent Sultanate of Pontianak and was founded in 1772 around an old
trading station on the Borneo coast. It is built on swampy ground that is subjected to
regular flooding by the river, requiring buildings to be constructed on piles to keep
them off the ground. It has its name due to the story that the founder had seen
appearance of pontianak ghost at the place to be built for the palace, which he
fought to save the people. Pontianak sits right on the equator hence being widely
known in Bahasa language as Kota Khatulistiwa - the Equator City. (B,L,D)



Included Expeditions

Our inclusive expedition into Pontianak City today will
include visits to many of the highlights of the town. One of
Pontianak's "prides” is the Mujahiddin Mosque, which is
the biggest mosque in the province. In the village of Bugis
Dalam, is the Jami' Mosque of Sultan Abdurrahman Al-
Qodri. Sultan Syarif Abdurrahman built this historical
mosque in 1771. The Sultan Palace of Khadariyah lies
nearby with a shape in Portuguese style, and was a fort
against enemy attacks in the past. You can also find a
monument of the Sultan Kingdom nearby. The historical
cathedral with a clock on the top of the church sign for the
historical Christian influences at Pontianak City., We
will also visit the well-known Equator Monument,
standing on the exact spot, passed by the equator. The Museum of Pontianak is a
beautiful building in modern design, with the ornamental characteristics of the area.
The museum's collections include relics from the time of the arrival of Islam in West
Kalimantan. All of these locations are planned as part of our included expedition
today. A shuttle bus into the city will be available for those wishing to explore on
your own.

Day 11 - Tuesday, October 8th Kuching (overnight onboard)

The capital of the Malaysian state of Sarawak, and
also the largest city on the Island of Borneo, Kuching
is today a vibrant and lively city. Kuching is also
home to the Semenggoh Wildlife Rehabilitation
Centre. Established in 1975 for the rehabilitation of
confiscated and surrendered wild animals, including
orangutans, it is located just south of Kuching city
and is situated within the beautiful Semengoh Nature Reserve. The city itself has a
bustling China Town district and many delightful buildings such as the palace of the
White Rajah along with temples and mosques. We will arrive in Kuching mid
morning, staying overnight and into the next day. (B,L,D)

Included Expeditions On offer the first afternoon is a city tour, which will visit the
Cat Monument, the symbol of Kuching, and Sarawak's oldest temple in the China
Town area. The tour will take a route that showcases much of the famous
architecture of Kuching including Astana (the former palace of the White Rajah), the
old Colonial Law Courts, crossing the Satok Suspension Bridge dating from 1926,
past old Malay style stilt houses, and stopping at a beautiful local Mosque. The
highlight of the tour will be a visit to the Sarawak Museum, which is acknowledged
as one of the finest in the world. This evening we will have an exclusive cultural
performance and Malay style banquet ashore.



Day 11 - Wednesday, October 9th Kuching, Sarawak

Included Expeditions

This morning we will visit the Semenggoh Wildlife Rehabilitation Centre and
witness the work they do in caring for orangutans and other wildlife of Borneo. For
those feeling a bit more independent a shuttle bus will be available in the afternoon
to and from the city area and optional tours are available to purchase to further
explore Kuching's rich cultural and natural history. A series of optional tours are
also available for purchase.

Optional Expeditions

ANNAH RAIS LONGHOUSE (Half day)

If you are looking to learn more of the culture of
this area an optional tour to the traditional Annah
Rais Longhouse is available for purchase. The Anna
Rais Longhouse is an authentic Bidayuh Longhouse
located in the hills outside of Kuching. This
Bidayuh village is accessible by road and it is the
nearest native village from the city. On tour you
will also get to enjoy the encompassing beauty of the scenery around the longhouse.
The Bidayuhs are mainly farmers and they plant crops like corn, rice, pepper, cocoa
and local vegetables for their own consumption as well as for sales at the local city
markets. The chief of the longhouse is called the "Tuai Rumah".

EXCLUSIVE GUNUNG GADING RAFFLESIA VIEWING (Half Day)

(Tour will operate if the Rafflesia is flowering)

The Rafflesia is a giant carnivorous plant first discovered in Borneo in 1818. Gunung
Gadung is famous for its rafflesia and if the plant is flowering during our visit we will
make this option available. We will be in communication with the rangers a few days
before arrival and they will let us know if we will be able to see the giant flowering
carnivorous plant. The flower can grow over one metre in diameter and weigh over
10 kilograms. The tour will take us into the park area with a guide who knows the
location of the plant that is flowering on that day.

Day 11 - Wednesday, October 9th Bako National Park, Sarawak

Bako National Park heralds an early arrival
for us as we have no time to waste in
experiencing its rainforests, abundant
wildlife, jungle streams, waterfalls,
interesting plant life, secluded beaches and
trekking trails. Very few places in the world




pack so much natural beauty into such a limited area. Bako is one of the most
rewarding parks in Sarawak for wildlife and protected since 1957, the animals are
less wary of humans.

Included Expeditions
A series of walks of varying degrees of difficulty
are available today throughout the Bako National
Park. Once again we will be surrounded by
wildlife, including numerous proboscus monkeys
and macaques. Zodiac cruises will also be available
today. Due to the fact that wildlife here have been
protected since the 1950's the animals are quite
used to humans and do not see them as a threat
which allows us to walk through the park and see
the animals quite easily. This afternoon, a secluded
beach BBQ awaits you in the National Park. (B,L,D)

Day 13 - Thursday, October 10th At Sea

Today is the final day onboard Orion II, sailing
across the South China Sea towards Singapore. A
perfect opportunity to reflect on your journey,
spend time with newfound friends and celebrate
your time spent in this part of the world. (B,L,D)

Day 14 - Friday, October 11th Disembark

The British East India Company established a strategic trading post on the island of

Singapore in 1819, which was to become an important post along the Spice Route.

Although a thriving and modern metropolis, remnants of these early colonial days
can be enjoyed in many traditional pursuits
such as a rickshaw ride and Singapore Sling
at the famous Raffles Hotel. A compact and
efficient city, Singapore offers easy access
from most international airports.

Upon disembarkation, you will be met at the
pier by your guide who will transfer you to
your hotel or, for some members of the
group, to the airport for departure flights
back to Canada. (B)

Expedition Cruising is different and you will find Orion Ilis unlike any other ship
you may have sailed in before.

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Introducing Dr. Birute Galdikas & Camp Leakey

Scientist, conservationist and educator - for
four decades Dr. Biruté Mary Galdikas has
studied and worked closely with the
orangutans of Indonesian Borneo in their
natural habitat and is today the world’s
foremost authority on the orangutan. Like
Jane Goodall and Diane Fossey, Dr. Galdikas
was mentored and inspired by Professor
Louis Leakey the famed paleoanthropologist.

Dr. Galdikas will travel aboard Orion II to

Camp Leakey on most 2012 voyages as a

guest lecturer. In the event she is unable to
travel with the ship, another representative from OFI will escort the group and
provide an equally amazing experience.

About Dr. Galdikas & the History of Camp Leakey

Galdikas grew up and went to school in Toronto. When her family moved from
Canada to the United States in 1964, she continued her studies earning her
bachelor’s degree in psychology and zoology in 1966 and her

master’s degree in anthropology in 1969 at UCLA. |
It was there as a graduate student that she first met Kenyan B> NAMONAL
anthropologist Dr. Louis Leakey and spoke with him about her | GEQ < ¥ "HIC
desire to study orangutans.

Although Dr. Leakey seemed disinterested at first, Galdikas
persuaded him of her passion. After three years, Dr. Leakey
finally found the funding for Galdikas’ orangutan studies, as he
had previously done with both Jane Goodall and Dian Fossey
for their respective studies on chimpanzees and mountain :
gorillas. A T——
In 1971, Galdikas and her then husband, Rod Brindamour,

arrived in one of the world’s last wild places, Tanjung Puting Reserve in Indonesian
Borneo. She set up “Camp Leakey,” named after her mentor and began documenting
the ecology and behavior of the wild orangutans. Four years later, she wrote the
cover article for National Geographic Magazinéringing orangutans widespread
international public attention for the first time. The article was illustrated with
Brindamour’s photographs.

Dr. Galdikas has lectured extensively on the orangutans and their tropical rain forest
habitat to thousands of people and numerous institutions in Indonesia and
throughout the world. Her dedication not only to understand the nature of the




orangutan but also to preserve the creature’s
rapidly diminishing natural habitat extends to
the people, culture, and environment as well.
After 40 years in Tanjung Puting, now a national
park, Galdikas has conducted the longest
continuous study by one principal investigator
of any wild mammal in the world.

To support her work at Camp Leakey and to
help support orangutans around the world, Dr. Galdikas and her colleagues set up
Orangutan Foundation International (OFI) in 1986 with its home base in Los
Angeles, California. Dr. Galdikas and her husband, Borneo native Pak Bohap bin
Jalan, were also instrumental in establishing sister organizations in Australia,
Indonesia, and the United Kingdom. A Lithuanian bank, Ukio Bank, established the
Biruté Galdikas Ecology and Support Foundation in Vilnius, Lithuania, to support
Galdikas’ work and to increase awareness of conservation in Lithuania.

Featured twice on the cover of National Geographicand the author of scores of
scientific articles and reviews, Galdikas has published four books, including her
autobiography, Reflections of Eden. Galdikas has also co-edited scientific volumes
and served as Book Reviews editor for a primatological journal. Galdikas has been
featured in New York TimesWashington PostLos Angeles Timeand numerous
television documentaries such as CBC’s The Third AngelConnie Chung’s Eye to Eye
and In the Wildwith Julia Roberts. The most recent documentaries include Kusasi,
From Orphan to Kingthe Mel Gibson narrated film, The Last Trimateand the IMAX
film, Born to be wild 3D, narrated by Morgan Freeman.

Dr. Galdikas is Professor Extraordinaire
at the Universitas Nasional in Jakarta
and Full Professor at Simon Fraser
University in British Columbia, Canada.
Today, the situation facing wild
orangutans is far more complicated
than when Dr. Galdikas first began her
studies. As a result of poaching and
habitat destruction, viable orangutan
populations are on the edge of
extinction and could be gone within the
next 10 years. Understanding is the first step to action. As President of OFI, Dr.
Biruté Mary Galdikas has studied orangutans longer than any other person in
human history and has worked ceaselessly to save orangutans and forests, and to
bring orangutans and their plight to the attention of the world.
